We are now about to enter the third week in the season of Lent. How is your
journey going? Do you sense a spiritual companion beside you? Are you
challenged to be the “christ” in the world of today? Do you find yourself
accepting discipline? Do you look at people with the mind of Christ? Do you
work at getting into the shoes of those less fortunate than you? Do you sense
the pain of another? Do you offer hope in the name of Christ? Do you feed on
God’s Word? Are you contemplating the season of Lent? Are you taking time
for quiet reflection and mediation each day? Do you look forward to gathering
as God’s people for worship and learning?

These are some probing questions that Lent raises. This is a season designed,
not to make us comfortable, but to challenge us. Itis a time when we ate called,
not to play it safe or to adopt a faith style that is convenient, but rather a
challenge to grow in our relationship with our Lord. Lent is about
contemplating a God who is the rock of our salvation. Lent is a reminder that
temptation comes in many forms. A reminder that we too can find ourselves in
a judgement role like the Pharisees, ready to throw stones. A reminder that God
calls us to do justice, love kindness, and walk humbly before our Lord.

In a wotld that is full of stress, tension, and pressure, there is a need for the
season of Lent to call us to the realities of who we are, to whom we belong and
to open our lives to the abiding peace of God.

So the journey continues in the direction of sactifice, love, and hope. May the
Lord find us faithful.
